GENERAL SECTION

This guide describes the following Customer Service Record (CSR) request function that may take place prior to the ordering process.  This function allows CLEC’s to:

· Request a Customer Service Record

Note: CSR request functions are limited to IMA GUI (Graphical User Interface) and XML (Extensible Markup Language) interfaces; however, manual interface users can refer to Qwest’s Wholesale Web site http://www.qwest.com/wholesale/clecs/manualinterfaces.html for manual process information.

Each function may be comprised of one or more inquiry and response transactions.  The CLEC generates inquiries and Qwest returns responses. There are no interdependencies between functions.  Each function is considered optional.  This guide describes the inputs and outputs associated with CSR review.  This guide contains the necessary data entries for CSR requests.

CLECs using CSR Listing Reconciliation (LSTR) via XML should refer to the CSR and LSTR Developer Worksheets (DWS) for details.  The IMA FBDL User Guide will assist CSR LSTR GUI users with LSTR transactions.
